Q) What size do I print the templates at?

                 A) There are two sizes:

                 - early tanks (Rhino, Whirlwind, Predator, Cybo, Land Speeder and 

                 both Land Raider Variants) are printed at 27.0cm by 19.0cm.

                 This excludes landsp2.gif which is 10.0cm by 10.0cm and lstyp1.gif 

                 which is 13.0cm by 10.0cm

All other files (Sentinel, SoB Rhino, and all pre-colored Chapter Rhinos.)  should be printed at a slightly smaller size, namely 

                 26.0cm by 18.0cm


     If the old Rhino templates don't fit on your page, use the SoB or 

                 one of the precolored Rhinos (as said 26,0 x 18,0 cm).

 Q) What program do I use to print the templates?

                 A) There are a number of suggested programs. The simplest is 

                 Microsoft Word, which you use by inserting the image and resizing it 

                 to the size (as above). Or you can use an image editor, by resizing 

                 the image then printing it at actual size (watch the program doesn't 

                 stretch to fit the paper or it may distort the image).

Q) What material should I use?

                 A) Whatever you like! Easiest to work with and obtain is cereal box 

                 card. It's thin enough to work with most templates, though for 

                 complex folds you'll find excessive scoring is required to stop the 

                 bend wrinkling. The trouble is cereal box card is too thick to go 

                 through most printers, but you can print out the template on paper 

                 then glue it to the card before cutting.

                 You can use thinner card, such as the sort used for separaters in 

                 ring binders, as this will run through a printer. However you may 

                 find you need to add extra bulk to the inside of your tank to make it 

                 stronger. There's nothing worse than seeing 20 man hours die under a 

                 misbalanced greater daemon.

                 Finally you can use plasticard. This requires more work, as you have 

                 to trace or copy the template across (glueing paper to plasticard is 

                 a messy business). However you won't use as much material as you 

                 don't need to tabs. Just remember to remove them from the template 

                 before you cut out your pieces or you will end up with lots of excess.

  Q) Can I sell the templates/finished models?

                 A) No. The creator of the template (Bile in most cases) retains the 

                 copyright or the templates/images.

 Q) Can I use my paper tank at ...?

                 A) Use of paper tanks differs wildy depending on where you play. In 

                 general don't expect to be allowed to field them in a GW store, 

                 unless you can model them well enough so they don't notice. Other 

                 than that I see no reason for them to be denied. If your opponent 

                 gets upset because he paid $X for his tank, where as yours was free, 

                 remind him that yours took X hours to build.

Q) Why does the early Rhino template have dotted lines on it?

                 A) The original template was designed to allow you to specify the 

                 thickness of your pieces by doubling, or tripling the thickness. On 

                 the newer templates this has been left out to save space. Where 

                 thicker material is needed it is usually noted on the template itself.

Q) What do I do about weapons?

                 A) Weapons are the details that really make of break these vehicles. 

                 You can get a really professional finish by visiting GWs mail order 

                 shop and buying them. However most people make these tanks because 

                 they don't have the spare cash to buy the GW ones, so this isn't 

                 always viable.

                 There have been many recommendations from brass tubing to drinking 

                 straws, with no specific one being defined the best. Heavy bolters 

                 can be made easily from thin plasticard, lascannons from a mixture of 

                 brass tubing and cardboard details. 

                 On a personal note I tend to use pieces left over from official GW 

                 kits or other armour kits I have bought. This adds a touch of 

                 authenticity.

Q) How do I paint the tanks?

                 A) Depending on your material you may need to alter your technique. 

                 Plasticard can be painted just like a regular GW tank, however thin 

                 card requires more care. A thick undercoat spray will warp a tank, so 

                 either several thin coats or brushing the undercoat on will be 

                 necessary. Once the undercoat is dry the card will be sealed and 

                 normal painting can be done.
